JAMIYAH Singapore was founded in 1932 by his Eminence, Moulana Abdul Aleem Siddiqui, the Roving
Ambasaddor of Peace, from Meerut, India together with other religious leaders in Singapore and Malaya
at that time.

JAMIYAH was then known as the All-Malaya Muslim Missionary Society with branches in the various
states of Malaysia.

After the separation from Malaysia, it changed its name to the Muslim Missionary Society Singapore
(JAMIYAH) but its ties with its former branches remain cordial. In 1970, Mr Abu Bakar Maidin and his
collegues were elected to join the office. It then had $5.60 in the kitty and its membership was a mere
190.0ver the years, Its membership surged to 35,000 members.

This reflects the community's support and confidence in JAMIYAH. ALhamdulillah, by dint of hard work
and with the help from all quarters, it has been able to rebuild the HQ building from a single storey
building to a 4 storey modern centre in 1985 and then to our present 7-storey building in 1997.

Its objectives: Jamiyah serves the community
Its aims: Jamiyah as a centre for the promotion of dakwah, education, knowledge & welfare.
Its mission: To provide service to humanity and to meet the varying needs of the community.

Jamiyah Home For The Aged is a place that provide shelter and care for the aged and the destitute of all
race and religion. Since 1997, The Muslim Missionary Society was appointed by the Singapore
government to manage this non-profit organization. It has the state of the art facility for elder care
functions as a centre for service for the frail and needy destitutes. The Home can accommodate 186
residents and most of the residents are
the elderly. There were a team of
nurses, welfare officers, nursing aides
and attendants provide round the clock
care facility at the Home.

The Home encourages volunteers
including students from the secondary
schools and tertiary institutions to visit
and organise activities and interact with
the residents. Fortune School of
Technology and Management is proud
to be part of the voluntary participants.

Students at FSTM go through various learning activities. Students dedicate 2 hours each day to
a holistic class followed by scheduled class. Holistic learning is not a mandatory requirement by
CPE and there is no progression for holistic but FSTM views that holistic will provide complete
learning milestones for students.
